The Ster-Kinekor complex, located in Pioneer Mall, will be formally launched on 10 March with a premiere of the sports
drama The Blind Side, for which Sandra Bullock picked up the Best Actress Oscar earlier this week. On the following day -
Thursday, 11 March - Lesotho film fans will be able to see movies at an opening special of M10 (R10) before reverting to

the normal prices.

Among the films launching the complex is the Oscar-winning epic Avatar, as well as the celebrated children's movie The
Princess and the Frog. Bookings may be made through the cinema box-office.

Ster-Kinekor currently operates cinemas in South Africa, Namibia, Zimbabwe and Zambia.
