
 

Zim: Marketers hold inaugural conference
The Marketers Association of Zimbabwe (MAZ) is to hold its inaugural convention in the resort
town of Nyanga from 21 - 23 October 2009, an announcement said.

Gillian Rusike, the MAZ executive secretary, said the convention would offer Zimbabwean marketers the
opportunity to “sharpen their marketing prowess, providing them with the opportunity to establish valuable
business networks”.
